COVID-19 in Ontario: Focus on August 14, 2022
to August 20, 2022 (Week 33)

Published: August 25, 2022

Figures and tables in this report present the most recent 52 weeks of data for Ontario, ranging from
August 22, 2021 to August 20, 2022. This report includes the most current information available from
the Public Health Case and Contact Management Solution (CCM), unless otherwise specified.

Interpretation notes:

e Testing and case, contact, and outbreak management in Ontario was restricted to high-risk
populations and settings in January 2022. Counts in this report are an underestimate of the
extent of COVID-19 activity in Ontario.

e Observed trends over time should be interpreted with caution for the most recent period due to
reporting and/or data entry lags.

e Severe outcomes are a lagging indicator, meaning that severe outcomes often occur after (e.g.
days or weeks) cases are initially reported to public health. As such, counts for severe outcomes
in more recent reporting periods may increase as more outcomes are reported.

Highlights

Case Trends and Percent Positivity

Weekly case numbers are similar to last week among those eligible for testing: The number of
reported cases in Ontario was 9,563 this week, compared to 9,856 last week.

e (Case rates decreased this week in 19 of Ontario’s 34 public health units. Case rates
decreased in 4 of Ontario’s 7 regions, with decreases ranging from 3% in Toronto to 12% in
Eastern compared to last week. The North East region reported the largest increased case
rate, up 9% compared to last week. The North West region continues to report the highest
case rates compared to other regions.

e Case rates decreased this week in 3 of 7 age groups. Case rates increased among 0 to 4
year olds (2% increase), 5 to 11 year olds (17% increase) and 12 to 19 year olds (6%
increase), however rates in younger age groups (19 years and younger) remain low
compared to older age groups (20 years and older). Although the 80 year and older age
group had an 8% decrease compared with last week, this age group continues to report
the highest case rates.

Percent positivity is similar to last week: Percent positivity was 13.4% this week, compared to
13.2% last week. Testing volume was 64,692 tests this week, 9% lower than the 71,326 tests last
week.

Severity

Hospital admissions similar to last week and deaths decreased 19% compared to last week:
There were 356 reported hospital admissions this week, compared to 366 last week. Reported
deaths decreased to 47 this week from 58 last week. Hospital admission and death counts,
particularly for more recent weeks, may increase, as these outcomes are lagging indicators.
Individuals 80 years and older continue to have much higher rates of hospitalizations and deaths
compared to all other age groups.

Outbreaks

COVID-19 in Ontario: August 14, 2022 to August 20, 2022 (Week 33)

Outbreaks in high-risk settings decreased 10% compared to last week: The total number of
outbreaks in high-risk settings was 157 this week, down from 175 last week. A notable increase
was reported in hospitals (21% increase) and a notable decrease was reported in group homes
(29% decrease).

Outbreak-associated cases in high-risk settings decreased 11% compared to last week: There
were 2,261 outbreak-associated cases reported this week compared to 2,540 last week. Cases
declined 13% overall in congregate care settings (long-term care homes, retirement homes, and
hospitals) and increased 30% overall in congregate living settings (correctional facilities, shelters,
and group homes/supporting housing). Driving the increase in congregate living settings was a
notable increase in correctional facilities, which reported 42 outbreak-associated cases this
week, compared to 15 last week.
